for the Development of a Survey on the 

Use and Coverage of Insecticide-Treated Mosquito Nets in Niger

BACKGROUND

The Government of Niger, with the support of the Round 7 Global Fund to Fight Against Malaria, Tuberculosis and HIV/AIDS has completed the first phase distribution of nearly 3 million insecticide-treated mosquito nets, improved behavior change communication and reinforced the capacity of the National Program to Fight Malaria.

Under the grant agreement signed between CRS and the Global Fund and in accordance with the Monitoring and Evaluation Plan and Plan of Action, it is projected that in the ninth trimester of the project (July-August-September 2010) a survey will be carried out to assess the coverage and use of insecticide-treated nets across the country in general and especially among children under five and pregnant women. 

OBJECTIVE

Assess the use and coverage of Insecticide Treated Mosquito-Nets acquired through any manner by the Nigerien population in general and in particular among children under five and pregnant women. 

To this end, CRS in its capacity as Primary Recipient responsible for the programmatic and financial management of the project is launching an international request for the selection of a specialized agency which will be responsible for carrying out the requested survey
