Declaration of Interests Forms 

The knowledge and experience of partners in the Roll Back Malaria Partnership (RBM) is essential to enable the Partnership to assess, analyze and find solutions to malaria-related needs and to achieve the Partnership's objectives. To be effective, the work of RBM and the contributions of its Partners (acting in their capacity as Partners) must be, and must be perceived to be, in accordance with the highest standards of objectivity and integrity and in furtherance of the best interest of the Partnership. The RBM Partnership’s reputation for transparency, as well as objectivity and unbiased work, is essential to achieve its objectives.  

Accordingly, RBM requests that Partners participating in partnership mechanisms disclose any circumstances that could give rise to a potential conflict of interest related to the subject of the activity in which they will be involved. This Declaration of Interests (DoI) form is part of, and should be read in conjunction with, the Roll Back Malaria Partnership Conflict of Interest Policy and Procedures (July 2009). 
Each Partner will be required to complete the DoI form prior to participation in the Partnership, and to update it annually. Thus, this DoI form will be provided on an annual basis to RBM Partners participating in the RBM Board, Executive Committee and Sub-Committees, Working Groups, Task Forces and other partnership mechanisms. Kindly complete this form and submit it within two weeks of receipt to the RBM Secretariat (Chief Operating Officer). You are also asked to promptly inform the Secretariat if any change in the information disclosed by you occurs at any time in the course of your participation in the Partnership. This change may be relevant for the purpose of evaluating the risk of a real or perceived conflict of interest in relation to your participation in the Partnership. If a Partner declines to complete the DOI form, he/she may not be permitted to participate in the RBM Board, Executive Committee, Sub-Committees, Working Groups, Task Forces and/or other partnership mechanisms. 

The Declaration of Interests form will also be made available by the Chair or Secretariat prior to specific RBM meetings and Partnership events at which it is anticipated that potential conflicts of interest may arise. This will allow Partners to update their forms, as appropriate, and for new Partners who have not yet completed the form to do so. Completion of the form prior to a specific meeting or event is particularly important when the subject of the discussion was not anticipated in the already completed Declaration of Interests form. 

It should be clarified that the giving of affirmative answers to questions in a DoI form would not automatically disqualify or limit your participation in the RBM meeting or event. Rather, your answers will be reviewed by the Secretariat to determine whether a conflict of interest relevant to the subject at hand has been disclosed. One of several outcomes can occur, depending on the circumstances (i.e., the nature and magnitude of the interest, its timeframe, the availability of sufficient measures to safeguard the integrity of the discussion or decision-making process if the Partner is permitted to participate).  

After reviewing the disclosures in the DoI form, the Secretariat may conclude that no potential conflict exists or that the interest is irrelevant or insignificant. If it is concluded that the declared interest gives rise to a potentially or clearly significant conflict (or may be reasonably perceived to be so), the Partner concerned and the Chair(s) of the activity or activities concerned will be informed, and one of the following three options, or a combination of these options may be applied by the Secretariat in consultation with the Chair(s) of the activity or activities concerned: (i) conditional participation (i.e., participation subject to public disclosure of your interest); (ii) partial exclusion (i.e., from that portion of the meeting or work that is related to the declared interest, and/or from the corresponding decision making process); or (iii) total exclusion (the Partner is asked not to take part in the meeting or work altogether).  

Any relevant conflicts will be publicly disclosed to other participants at the start of the activity and in the resulting report or other work product. The Secretariat will assume that you consent to such a disclosure, unless you check "no" in the space provided on the last page of this form.  Furthermore, if the objectivity of the work or meeting in which you are involved is subsequently questioned, the Chair of the RBM Board and the RBM Executive Director, in consultation with the WHO secretariat, may require a review of any possible conflicts of interest in relation to this work or meeting. In the context of this review, the contents of your DoI form may be made available by the WHO secretariat to persons outside WHO, although only after discussion with you. By completing this DoI form, it is assumed that you agree to these conditions.

If a Partner is not able or willing to disclose the details of an interest that may pose a real or perceived conflict, the Partner must disclose that a conflict of interest situation may exist and must totally recuse him/herself from the meeting or work concerned (see above, (iii) total exclusion).
