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Operational research priorities
Seven operational research priorities 2009 and 2010:

1) Most effective distribution strategy to achieve UC
2) Most effective method to address pre-existing nets
3) Cost effectiveness of various communications strategies to 

increase net use
4) Most effective method of visits to promote and sustain use
5) What is the optimal signal for replacing nets (physical chemical)
6) Most effective method to measure LLIN effectiveness
7) Best and most cost effective communication strategies to 

ensure proper LLIN care.

Request from the MAWG:
� Participation in development of advocacy strategy for technical 

and financial support to OR priorities



Monitoring and evaluation
Priorities 2009 and 2010:
� Developing a “standard” for M&E activities in relation to LLIN scale-up 

activities. Will seek outside validation of this “standard” from MERG, 
WHO, GFATM so that the countries can have more confidence in 
adopting and implementing the recommended strategies.

� Focus on setting the standards for campaign evaluation. Will also advise 
on monitoring and evaluation at various stages of LLIN scale-up, including 
the planning process, implementation, and impact of both campaign and 
routine activities.

� Considering the preparation of a one-page post-campaign administrative 
report. Similar to the Technical Report required by WHO-AFRO for 
measles campaigns.

Request from the MAWG:
� AMP will develop a concise statement of recommended M&E approaches 

MA Support in development of advocacy strategy to support AMP’s
recommended M&E approaches to use as advocacy with key M&E 
partners.



Opportunities for collaboration
Upcoming data for advocacy / technological changes:
� Coverage and Usage data - Senegal. Mass distribution June 22nd – 29th. (survey six months 

post distribution - end of rainy season)
� Impact data – MoH policy is use of RDTs for every suspected malaria case at every health 

facility in the country.

� Retain records on total number of  1) confirmed 2) suspected cases
� Impact on mortality and morbidity over time (Rwanda, Zambia, Ethiopia)

� “Cell phone check in” – immediate data / sent to supervisors, hospitals, health centres / follow 
up notice

Net mapping / Tracking country progress to 2010 / Training:

� Net mapping – web pages hosted on the UN Special Envoy’s office 
� Tracking country progress to 2010 – country plans by quarter

� AMP scale up trainings

AMP technical support missions:

� Country requests a mission. Identifies needs (technical, comms, logistics, M&E)

Proposal to AMP and MAWG:
� 2009 – 2010 work on a number of shared priority areas together
