Challenges for treatment of malaria

fEach year, 300 +500 million people
contract malaria and of those, 1 £3 million
die, mainly children

IMalaria parasites are increasingly
resistant to the older, less expensive
medicines, such as chloroquine (CQ) and
sulfadoxine-pyrimethamine (SP)

The most effective forms of treatment for
malaria are artemisinin-based
combination therapies (ACTSs)

fToday only one in five antimalarial
treatments taken are ACTs because they
are less accessible and more expensive
than alternatives
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ACTs to reduce malaria mortality and
delay resistance to artemisinin

fThe Affordable Medicines Facility *
malaria (AMFm) was developed as a
financing mechanism to meet those needs
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
