Two Typical Work Days
Day 1

5 am: Awake, run 10 km. Shower, eat breakfast with team members to discuss the activities of the coming day. 
6:30 am: Check to see that batteries were properly recharged, the PDA and GPS are in good working order.

7 am: After making arrangements the previous day with the DSO, travel with driver, 2 CBS guides and interviewers to the cluster to be mapped and interviewed. Call the village elder to agree on a meeting place?

7:30 am: Arrive at cluster, find the elder’s home, meet with village elder to discuss the days’ plans. 
8:00 am: The supervisor, the CBS guides, and village elder agree to the best way to divide the cluster into segments for mapping. Natural landmarks and dividing lines, and time needed to walk the area are discussed. Interviewers enter cluster name (number) into GPS sample and check to see if previous cluster data needs to be cleared. The driver and vehicle drop the mappers off in convenient places to begin these activities. The interviewers agree to pickup points. Ask elder about potential problem households. 
9:00 – 11:00 am: Possible time for check-in call from NBO to (reviewing previous and present day work).

11:45 am: The interviewers have completed mapping, and have called the driver to pick them up.
12:00 The interviewers and supervisor meet to beam and join files and choose the sample (Interviewers choose sample, you will all get the same results!). 36 households are to be sampled (18 per interviewing team with 2 potential replacement households). Since interviews take around 45 minutes to 1 hour, the interviewing time represents roughly 8 hours per interviewer, plus travel time. You have 3 days to complete this task. Some interviews will be conducted today, the rest tomorrow.  The team decides the best way to divide the interviewing tasks, set up meeting points, and how best to use the available vehicle to save time. Supervisor passes out consent forms to interviewer. Discuss potential problems and solutions with elder. 
12:30 – 1:00 pm: Lunch and continuing discussions.

1:00 – 4:30pm: Interviewing. Upon completion, interviewers go to agreed meeting points.

2:30 pm: Supervisor calls DSO to review plans for the following day, including lodging plans for interviewers and guides. Review any problems with the elder (consent forms, etc). 
4:30 pm: Interviewers picked up, CBS guide returned to DSO office (if applicable), team proceeds to hotel. 
5:00 pm: Supervisor begins recharging PDAs, checking equipment. Data are backed up to SD card,but not cleared since CLUSTER was NOT Completed. Repeat:  If cluster was NOT completed, do NOT CLEAR data !!!!
6:00 pm: Dinner

8:00 – 9:00 pm : Possible check in call time for Supervisor/Team from Nairobi. Present/next day activities reviewed. Send a text to 0722 515 640 with a request to call if there are problems to be discussed. 
10:00 pm: PDAs fully charged and prepared for next day’s work. Unplug if everything is charged. 
Day 2:

5:00 am: Wake up, run 15 km today! Skip breakfast, you are on a diet. 
7:30 am: Return to cluster with CBS staff to complete interviewing tasks.

1:00 pm – 1:15pm: Lunch : eat lightly! 

3:00 pm: Interviewing completed, Return to hotel

4:00 pm: Since you finished early, run 5 km. You will be ready for the Olympics in Beijing.

5:00 pm: Supervisor begins recharging PDAs, checking equipment. Data are backed up to SD card and cleared IF THE CLUSTER WAS COMPLETED. If cluster was NOT completed, do NOT CLEAR data !!!!

6:00 pm: Dinner

8:00 – 9:00 pm: Possible check in call time for Supervisor/Team from Nairobi. Present/next day activities reviewed. Send a text to 0722 515 640 with the cluster number completed and a request to call if there are problems to be discussed. 

10:00 pm: PDAs fully charged and prepared for next day’s work. Unplug if everything is charged. 
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
