To stop the survey before completing:
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Re-check the date and time including year





Create a “New Person” for each individual in the household to create a Household Roster/List.





Place Name, Comment and House number will be automatically filled if the questionnaire is opened from the GPS program.








Do not enter single digit months as 2 digits. For example, June will be entered as 6 but not as 06.








You may enter the last two digits of the year and the computer will fill in the rest. For example, enter 60 and it will be entered 1960. The age box will be calculated automatically. You MUST enter a year in order to move forward.








The screen still has to be completed if the double arrows are still gray. When you have completed the screen the arrow will become highlighted to allow you to move forward. Check to see if you have left a field unanswered.





Press the keyboard picture to open/close the keyboard display. Note: Sometimes the keyboard picture will be located in the center of the bar instead of on the right corner.








Press the “?” to display the entire question.


You MUST enter a Name to move forward.





If you make a mistake in the year and try to edit, click inside the previous box and then click back in the year box to enter the new information.  You must cancel the entire date and begin entering the date information over beginning from the birth day.








Once the section is completed, a check mark will appear.








This section needs to be completed only by one person from the household, preferably the HEAD.








Indicates the number of nets that need to be entered in the Bed Net section.








Information on each individual net will need to be recorded.





To display the picture of the net, hold and press the desired net until the picture box appears. Then tap “Picture” to view the pictures.





Be sure to differentiate between nets obtained through the integrated government campaign versus a regular government hospital or clinic. 





You will choose from the household roster by pressing the ‘+’ to add the person who slept under specified net or the ‘–‘ to remove a person who was incorrectly added. 





If additional nets are observed than what was originally reported, they can be entered at this point; however, a window will appear saying more nets were processed than reported. Therefore you must edit the number of nets in the House Social Information or Bed Net section of the survey.





Select parent or custodian from the household list who will give consent. whether





Select eligible child.





The star next to the name indicates that you have completed the section for that person.








Haemoglobin level will prompt doctor referral and medicine given. 





Identification to match slide with survey.


K09 = PDA number;


9 = check number which when added to the sample number will always be divisible by 10.


Final 3 digits are the sample number.





Press System tab. 





Choose the Respondent from the list to finalize the house survey. 





When all sections have been checked you can move forward to finalize the household. 





Press Running Programs tab. 





Press Memory picture.





Press Stop All button. 





Press Settings option.





Press the Windows icon (colored flag picture).





The triangle opens a dialog box showing: transcriber, block interpreter, keyboard, script. These are keyboard options. If the keyboard gets turned off accidentally, tap the up arrow and then tap on the keyboard.





If the double arrow is gray and is not functioning, it means that you may not go to the previous screen. This may indicate that you are at the beginning of a section.





It would be helpful to include a Net Name for each net observed. For example, “Mother’s net” or “Baby’s net.” 
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
